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KAHANE LODGE

REVEGETATION PLAN
The site revegetation is a long-term
plan; each year there will be weeding
and planting dates. Looking to the fu-
ture it will be nice to have SASC kids
grow up to see the plants they planted
in childhood flourish. The 10 snow
gums planted last autumn by Tony and
Bridget have survived the winter and
are growing nicely, but unfortunately
the larger gums outside the dining
room have been affected by the lon-
gicorn beetle larvae and are expected
to die in the short term. Other stands
of gums in front of the lodge have also
died or are in very poor shape. This is
typical of a lot of areas around Perisher
and Guthega.
In November Amy Slocombe, from
NPWS, provided a toolbox talk before
our volunteer team spread compost
over the lawn area in front of the lodge,
with dust masks and gloves required to
reduce the risk of contracting Legion-
naire's disease. The compost was
provided by NPWS from green waste
collected from lodges during 2019 win-
ter. It looked, and handled, more like
top dressing than compost and when
spread removed the depressions and
smoothed the surface.
Thanks to Linda, Mick, Daniel, Scott,
Tony, Rod, and Amy 10 cubic metres of
compost was moved from the carpark
to the lawn area. (page 3). Native Poa
grass will be seeded and blend with
the existing weedy imported grasses.
Mowing and weeding over the com-
ing summers will reduce the weeds
spreading and help native vegetation
to come back.
A Weeding weekend was completed
on 9-10 December. Thank you to those
who volunteered.
On March 9-10 we have the planting
days, with accommodation provided at
Kahane.

SNOWY MOUNTAINS SPECIAL AC-
TIVATION PRECINCT

The NSW Government strategic infra-
structure review led to a reduction in the
funds available over the next 4 years
for the SAP from $391m to $196m.
Planning controls and Delivery Plan
were on public exhibition until 20th
December and any comments received
will be used to finalise the exhibition
documents by mid-year.

Projects in Jindabyne will be reas-
sessed, housing and the southern
connector road considered important
projects for year-round tourist activities.

MT PERISHER 6

The existing fixed-grip 2-person Mt Per-
isher Double lift and fixed-grip 3-person
Mt Perisher Triple lift will be upgraded
to a new 6-person, high-speed chairlift
(‘the Mt Perisher 6’) for the 2025 ski
and ride season in Australia.

It will provide guests access to all
ski runs in all directions on Mt Per-
isher without having to traverse across
slopes or ride multiple surface lifts.
The high-speed detachable chair will
increase chair lifting capacity in the Mt
Perisher area by 60%, taking more ski-
ers and riders higher up the mountain
than ever before. This also marks the
first high-speed lift on intermediate and
advanced skiing terrain at Perisher,

SNOWY MOUNTAINS BUS SERVICE
The Snowy Mountains Bus Service ran
throughout the season from Jindabyne
to Perisher & Jindabyne to Thredbo.
The service provided an excellent alter-
native to driving or catching the Skitube
to the resorts. The service ran every 30
minutes at peak times. The cost was
very affordable, return trip including
National Park entry fees only costing
$21 for an adult. There are other ticket
options for families, weekly and season
passes too.

In 2023 there was a 20kg per person
restriction on baggage that may have
limited usage by lodge guests.

SNOW GUM DIE BACK

Our Snow gums are suffering infesta-
tion by native longicorn beetle larvae
that mine the outer xylem and inner
phloem of trees, disrupting hydraulic
function and carbohydrate flow.

This native insect is thought to have
lived amongst eucalypt populations
for a long time, playing a sustainable
role within the ecosystem, however the
mountain air has become warmer and
drier, drawing more moisture out of the
trees and creating ideal conditions for
the longicorn beetle to thrive.
